Year 10 Careers Programme 2024/25
 
In  October 2025 your child will be applying for their place at college, apprenticeship or training course.  I wanted to let you know in advance what our careers programme will involve this year. 
 1 to 1 interviews with a qualified careers adviser - Your child will receive a 1 to 1 meeting to advise and guide them on their Post 16 options after they have left school.  These meetings will start around Easter and will continue into Year 11 so every student gets seen.  These will take place with either myself or a Positive Steps Adviser.  If your child has any special educational needs they will be seen more than once if needed to assist them with this process.
 College Open Days – These are starting now for Year 10 students.  I strongly advise you attend as many open days as you can with your child to get a feel for the college and find out what they offer.  I have enclosed a leaflet with a list of all the local colleges on.  Please keep an eye on the website of any college your child is interested in to find out when their open days are.   These will also be displayed in school and promoted to your son/daughter regularly.
 College Taster Days – These take place during school time.  Your child will have the opportunity to sign up for a college they are interested in attending to visit for a few hours and meet the tutors.  These take place in June/July and are on a first come first served basis.  They will be well publicised in school, I would advise every student to sign up for at least one college.
 IMPORTANT INFORMATION - WHAT YOU CAN DO TO HELP YOUR CHILD
Start to talk to them about what they are interested in doing in the future, encourage them to speak to family and friends about what they do and what different jobs involve.  The best thing they can start to do now is research the different jobs available by looking on the job websites or use the National Careers Service website.  Help them understand this is fast approaching, they need to start thinking more seriously about their options.  Also start to look at all the college websites to start to find out what courses are on offer.  There is a list of useful websites below. 
Colleges will make a decision off your child’s Year 10 attendance record and their predicted grades, Year 11 is too late, they will already have applied.  To give your child the very best chance to get into the college of their choice please encourage them to have excellent attendance to school.  Colleges will choose students with the best attendance and the highest predicted grades.
 Your child can apply to as many colleges as they like, they do not have to make a final decision until they collect their GCSE results in August 2026. 
Throughout the year there will be many other opportunities to visit colleges and employers.  Information will be displayed in the Careers Café in the atrium and during Family Time on the Powerpoint and on Google Classroom.  To help your child, please ensure they are accessing their Google Classroom regularly.
