Year 11 Careers Programme	
Your son/daughter will be applying for college before we finish for Christmas.  To help your child make the right choice I have outlined below the process of what will happen and when.
1 to 1 interviews with a qualified careers adviser - If your child has not already done so, they will receive a 1 to 1 interview to advise and guide them on their Post 16 options after they have left school. These will take place with either myself or a Positive Steps Adviser.  If your child has any special educational needs they will be seen more than once if needed to assist them with this process. 

College Open Days - If you have not had a chance to visit the local colleges yet, you have another opportunity to do so.  All the colleges have Open Events from September onwards and I would strongly advise you visit as many as you can to help your child make an informed choice.  Please look at the college websites for dates and times, there is a list of them below.  These will also be publicised in school.  
 Colleges come into school– from September all our local colleges will be invited into school to speak to your child.  This might be an assembly or a targeted talk in the classroom.
Citizenship lessons – From September onwards your child will be learning more about different colleges and what they offer.  They will also start to look at college applications during this lesson.
Applications – From October onwards your child will be able to go on line and complete their college applications.  Time has been designated during the first half term to help your child do this in their Citizenship lessons but they can also do this in their own time at home.  Colleges usually have a deadline around December/January to apply.  If your child is applying to a 6th Form college, this is a strict deadline, some 6th Form colleges also offer a priority deadline around October.  This means your child’s application will be considered first if they get it in early.
 College Interviews/keeping in touch days – Once your child has applied to a college they will invite your child into college to visit them to make sure they have chosen the right course and at the right college for what they want to do in the future.  This is also the college's opportunity to make sure your child will be successful on their chosen course going off their predicted grades and attendance to school.  Your child needs to keep an eye on their emails so they do not miss this invitation.  If they do not respond to that email, the college will withdraw their invitation.
 Provisional Offer – After your child’s college interview they will receive a provisional offer.  This means providing they get the required GCSE grades for that course they will have a place at that college.
 Mock Interviews – These will take place in school in around November.   This is your child’s opportunity to experience sitting in front of an employer and being interviewed.  This is usually for the first time and many students are nervous.  This is nothing to worry about and we will help them prepare for this in their citizenship lessons.  This is where they can get it wrong with no consequences and they will receive informative feedback on how to improve.
Parents Evenings - Local colleges will be invited in during parents evening for you to speak to.  Take every opportunity to get as much information as possible.
